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STATEMENT OF FAITH

We believe God is the Creator and Ruler of the universe. He has eternally existed in three personalities: the Father, the Son, and the
Holy Spirit. These three are coequal and are one God. (See Genesis 1:1, 26-27, 3:22; Psalm 90:2; Matthew 28:19; | Peter 1:2; Il
Corinthians 13:14.)

We believe Jesus Christ is the Son of God. He is coequal with the Father. Jesus lived a sinless human life and offered Himself as the
perfect sacrifice for the sins of all people by dying on a cross. He arose from the dead after three days to demonstrate His power over
sin and death.

We believe, because God gives us eternal life through Jesus Christ, the true believer is secure in that salvation for eternity. If you
have been genuinely saved, you cannot “lose” it. Salvation is maintained by the grace and power of God, not by the self-effort of the
Christian.
