It has been 

my privilege to teach most of the seniors 

this year, as well as to enjoy their company 

in the more informal environment of the ski 

trip to Colorado.  As I have observed their 

devotionals shared in class, their attitudes 

and love for others, their courtesy and 

respect for people, and their love for the 

Lord, I have been richly blessed by their 

witness.
